‣ Content Types: The kinds of things on your website. Proper Nouns. (Next session!) 
Blog Posts, Events, Pages, Articles, Products… 

‣ Fields: Individual nuggets of information in a content type  
Text, Image, Date, Select List, Link, Embed, Reference…   

‣ Taxonomy: Categorization of content (Tomorrow at 1pm!)  
News, Politics, Colors… 

‣ Node: A basic unit of content  
A Story, A Blog Post… 
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Terminology
The Big 8 - continued

‣ View: Collections of things (like Nodes)  
Recent Stories, Last Month’s Blog Posts… 

‣ Theme: Your site’s clothing 
Layout, fonts, colors. What your users experience… 

‣ Module: Functionality providers  
Image resizing, SEO-friendly URLs, WYSIWYG, Workflow, … 

‣ Block: Supporting chunks 
Ads, More Like This, Newsletter signup, Shopping cart contents, Social Sharing…
